3. Type of Competition
The competition will be a two-stage international landscape architectural ideas competition for stu-
dents of landscape architecture and architecture.

First stage: Internal university selection
The first phase will be carried out independently by each individual university. Using a procedure of

their own choosing, each university will select three entries for the second phase and submit them 
online by 15 July 2010.

Second stage: Jury consisting of the igs 2013 and external experts
A jury will choose one winner per university from the submitted entries. Universities will not compete 
against each other.

4. The Task of the Competition
The object of the competition is the landscape architectural design of one of ten gardens (there will be 
a total of 80 new gardens) belonging to the international garden show hamburg 2013. Students at an 
international university will develop a design for one of the gardens after the igs 2013 has assigned each 
university with a particular site. Each participating university will work on a different garden.

5. Language
The competition language is English.

6. Participants
Students of landscape architecture and architecture are eligible to participate. Students may form de-
sign teams. The following universities have been invited to participate in this competition:

7. Jury
The Jury will consist of members of the igs 2013, German landscape architects and persons of the German 
Federal Garden Show Association.

8. Preliminary Examination
The preliminary examination will be carried out by büro luchterhand, Hamburg, in cooperation with 
the igs internationale gartenschau hamburg 2013 GmbH. The awarding authority reserves the right to 
designate additional consultants and preliminary examiners.

9. Ownership and Copyright
All submitted documents shall become the property of the awarding authority, which has the right to 
transfer them to a third party. The copyright and the right to publish the documents remain with the 
authors. The awarding authority has the right to document, exhibit, and to publish the documents 
through a third party upon completion of the procedure without any further remuneration. The names 
of the authors shall be mentioned.    
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10. Construction of the Gardens

It is the igs 2013’s intention to build the ten winning designs by 2013 and to include them in the design 
of the international garden show 2013. RMP Landscape Architects will be responsible for all final design 
and construction of the designs.

11. Announcement of the Competition Results
All participants and members of the jury shall be notified about the results after the jury has completed 
its deliberations. The awarding authority will publicly display all of the contributions and the names 
of the authors. The exact dates of the exhibition as well as its location shall be publicized in due time.

 
12. Statement of Participation
The universities selected have already confirmed their participation in the competition. A Confirmation 
of Participation form has already been sent out. In signing the form the participants have agreed that 
all of the documents made available to them will be used exclusively and solely for the purposes of this 
competition. 

13. Further Inquiries
Any further inquiries concerning the competition task must be addressed in writing (letter, fax, email) 
to büro luchterhand by 15 June 2010. Due to the different phases of work at the universities responses to 
inquiries will be sent continuously in writing. 
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14. Prizes
 A first prize of will be awarded to each participating university. The winner or winning team will receive 
a prize of 1,000 euros. By unanimous consent the jury has the right to decide on a different distribution 
of the prize money.
